Unemployment benefit for:

2. the remaining time amounts to 50% of the basis.

The basis for the calculation of unemployment benefit is the average wage, minus contributions for obligatory insurances, realized in the trimester previous to the cessation of work or service.

The maximum amount of unemployment benefit for the first 90 days cannot be higher than 70% and for the remaining time 50% of the average wage paid in the economy of Croatia in the previous year according to the latest published data.
